
Key Tasks for ARE 2045: Florida Educator Accomplished Practices

Key Tasks: The State of Florida requires all entry-level educators to demonstrate mastery of twelve (12) Florida Educator Accomplished Practices (EAPs) at the pre-professional level. In this course, we will cover several EAPs. We will pay particular attention to the following Accomplished Practices and indicators of your mastery of those practices.

Your mastery of each indicator will be measured by your work on two key tasks. To pass this course you must successfully complete both tasks and receive a rating of “Met” or “Met with Weakness” on each indicator. No exceptions will be made to this rule, even if you do not plan to teach after graduation. Students who receive a “Not Met” rating will be offered a chance to redo a key task or, in some cases, to complete a comparable task assigned by the instructor. Students who do not complete their makeup work satisfactorily (with a “Met with Weakness” or higher rating) will receive either an “incomplete” or a “failing grade” at the instructor’s discretion. Students who fail the course must repeat it later.
A description for each activity with a rubric will be given for each of the following tasks:

Feedback will be given for student to revise and improve their plans and submit them again to be re-evaluated.

	6.1 Knows the “Code of Ethics and Principles for Professional Conduct of the Education Profession.”

	Students pass a test on the ‘Code of Ethics’ with a score of 75% or greater.

Essay reflects understanding of the “Code of Ethics” and “Principles for Professional Conduct of the Education Profession”
	Students receive a grade of between 60-75% on the ‘Code of Ethics’ test. They must study and retake the test.

Essay reflects only a cursory understanding of the “Code of Ethics” and “Principles for Professional Conduct of the Education Profession”
	Students receive a grade of less than 60% on the ‘Code of Ethics’ test. They will not be eligible for field placement.

Essay reflects no understanding of the “Code of Ethics” and “Principles for Professional Conduct of the Education Profession”
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
