	Task Description: PowerPoint Presentation

Assignment Description: This is a three-week project in which the art teacher candidate creates a PowerPoint presentation that could support his/her art instruction in the classroom. Assignment Directions:

1. Select an artist, style, theme, “big idea” or concept that might serve as a catalyst for an art lesson or unit of study. 

2. Choose an appropriate grade level as a target audience and appropriate Sunshine Standards in Art to base your presentation on. 

3. Research your idea using both online and local resources (i.e., books and journals found in the university library system). 

4. Extract relevant information and images from the resources you consult.

5. Organize and present this information in a way that will develop students’ understanding of the subject of the presentation, through effective questioning strategies and productive activities.  

6. Write a one-page statement to accompany your PowerPoint presentation that includes:

a.) The title of your presentation and your name.

b.) A brief statement of purpose describing the goal(s) of your presentation.

c.) The Sunshine Standards in Art that correlate with your presentation.

d.) How you connected the content of your presentation to the developmental level of the target audience.

e.) Suggested studio production activities to enhance students’ understanding of the ideas presented.
