ORIENTATION TO STUDENT TEACHING MODULE

Purpose:  The purpose of this module is to assist each student in getting off on the right foot in the student-teaching experience.  It is designed to help you meet the right people, and ask the right questions, resulting in your obtaining a clear idea of where you, the pre-service art teacher, can fit in and serve the school where you student teach and yourself.

Directions:  During your first week of student teaching, you will obtain information and materials required by the following list, log the results and present them to your university supervisor at the first student-teaching seminar.  

1. 
Names of Superintendent, Principal(s), Guidance Counselor(s), and other persons in 

administrative positions in your assigned school.

2.
Identify probable areas of subject matter to be taught during your student-teaching period (what kinds of units will you be teaching?)

3.
Find out what AV and digital equipment is available; location and procurement procedures.

4.
Locate the Library/Media Center and find out access procedures of books and miscellaneous materials pertinent to your subject area.

5.
Approximate number of students to be taught in each class during the school week. 

6.
Approximate number of student students enrolled in the school, their composition by gender, minority groups, etc., and any other pertinent information available that might prove helpful in 
understanding the school population.

7.
Arrange for a tour of the school conducted by a recommended student.

8.
Discuss "motivation" and "discipline" with your cooperating teacher.

9.
Plan for and conduct a "get-acquainted" activity in at least one of your classes.  Ask your 

cooperating teacher for suggestions.

10. 
Discuss the school’s improvement plan and state accountability measures, and how your cooperating teacher contributes to helping the school reach its goals. 

11.
Take roll, record grades and absences, issue hall passes, during one class in week one. 

12.
Construct a bulletin board display in your classroom that will enhance a lesson and create interest for your students.  Consult with your cooperating teacher for an appropriate topic and ask for assistance in obtaining materials.  Take a picture of the display for documentation.
