Description of the Course
The study of art teaching practices in the public schools. 

Structure of the Course 

This course includes two major components: weekly class meetings and field experiences. Students will: (1) meet as a group for three periods each week for lectures, group discussions, and other classroom activities; and (2) participate in a weekly field experience (three periods per week) that will involve assisting in a school classroom and assuming a limited teaching role

Purpose and Objectives of the Course
This course is structured to assist graduate art education students enrolled in the Educator Preparation Institute (EPI) in developing confidence, knowledge, and skills in the theory and practice of teaching art. The emphasis of the course is on art curriculum planning, motivational strategies, art room management, and alternative assessment in art.  The following objectives are aligned with the 12 Florida Educator Accomplished Practices (FEAPs) mandated by Florida legislation (Statute 240.529). At the completion of this course, students will be able to:

· use the Florida Sunshine Standards to plan art learning experiences for children. (FEAP 8 and 10)

· identify and implement effective teaching practices in the visual arts. (FEAP 2, 4, 10)

· plan comprehensive art curriculum and lessons that effectively engage all children (K-12) in doing independent and group work (FEAP 4, 5, 7, 8, 10)

· identify and apply a variety of methods, strategies and resources to maintain children’s interest and focus on learning (FEAP 9)

· demonstrate the ability to present instructions, directions, and expectations clearly and effectively (FEAP 2).

· identify incentives and consequences that establish and maintain a positive environment that is focused on learning (FEAP 9)

· demonstrate proficiency with art tools and materials appropriate for classroom use (FEAP 8)

· select and develop tasks and instruments for assessing student learning and performance in art (FEAP 1)

· select and develop strategies to promote student’s critical, creative and higher-order thinking skills through art (FEAP 4)

· identify potential hazards in the art classroom (FEAP 6)

· integrate art content and skills with other subject areas. (FEAP 8)

· select and develop practical procedures for organizing and managing the art room (FEAP 9).

· use art education literature and print resources to facilitate teaching and learning in art (FEAP 3 and 8)

· use electronic technologies to gather information for planning and improving art instruction and learning (FEAP 3 and 12). 

Methods of the Course
The primary instructional methods of this class include instructor modeling, lectures, and group discussions of course topics. To assist students in developing their knowledge of the course content and their pedagogical skills, additional learning strategies (i.e., reading, writing, making, collaborating, field experiences, etc.,) will be employed.  In all, students will be expected to be actively involved in the learning process and to take primary responsibility for their own professional development.

Requirements of the Course 
To achieve the objectives of this course, the student will:

· compile a teaching portfolio that documents his/her professional development and experiences.

· develop an original unit plan consisting of three (3) art lessons, along with a supporting PowerPoint presentation and list of online resources. 

· actively participate in field experiences and document all related activities in a field journal.

· plan and co-teach a micro-lesson related to the course content to the rest of the class.

· take part in a community art experience.

· actively participate in all class discussions and complete all class activities. 


· read selected chapters from the course textbook and respond to these readings both in writing and class discussions.

Attendance

Your active participation in class is necessary to achieve the course objectives.  Excessive absences (more than two) or tardiness will have an impact on your final grade.  Students are expected to (1) arrive to class on time; (2) be prepared to participate in all class activities; (3) make appropriate use of any time given in class to complete the course requirements; and (4) turn in all assignments on time.  Failure to do so will have an impact on the your final grade. Please communicate with your instructor about any anticipated absences, and plan to complete missed work in a timely manner.  Students are expected to meet with the instructor outside of class regarding any missed projects, exams, or other assignments.  Arrangements to make up missed work will be made at the discretion of the instructor.

Art education textbooks and journals (i.e., Art Education Journal, Studies in Art Education, School Arts, and Arts and Activities) are housed in the Education Library in Normal Hall.  All materials used to complete in-class assignments will be furnished through a lab fee. Students are expected to join the National Art Education Association at the student rate, and attend University of Florida NAEA Student Chapter meetings, as part of their professional development as art teachers. Send the instructor an e-mail message during the first week of class and you will be added to the art education listserv (UFARE-L). 

Final Grades

Final grades will be calculated according to the following formula: Unit Plan (30%); Reading Reviews (20%); Field Journal (20%); Class work (10%); Class Participation (10%); and Micro-teaching (10%). Teaching portfolios must be submitted at the end of the semester to receive feedback from the faculty. (Grading Scale: 95-100 A; 92-94 A-; 88-91 B+; 85-87 B; 80-84 B-; 77-79 C+; 74-76 C; 70-73 C-; 67-69 D+; 63-66 D; 60-62 D-; 0-59 E.) Field Experiences

Students in this course are required to complete 30 hours of observing/volunteering/teaching in an art classroom and alternative settings and are required to document these experiences in a field experience journal.

The State of Florida requires all entry-level educators to demonstrate mastery of twelve (12) Florida Educator Accomplished Practices (EAPs) at the pre-professional level. In this course, we will cover several EAPs. We will pay particular attention to the following Accomplished Practices and indicators of your mastery of those practices. Your mastery of each indicator will be measured by your work on one key task—developing a unit plan with three art lessons. To pass this course you must successfully complete this task and receive a rating of “Met with Weakness” or higher on each indicator. No exceptions will be made to this rule, even if you do not plan to teach after graduation. Students who receive a “Not Met” rating will be offered a chance to redo the task or, in some cases, to complete a comparable task assigned by the instructor. Students who do not complete their makeup work satisfactorily (with a “Met with Weakness” or higher rating) will receive either an “incomplete” or a “failing grade” at the instructor’s discretion.  Students who fail the course must repeat it later.
