Fine Arts Scholarship Enhancement Funds
General Information

SCHOLARLY AND CREATIVE RESEARCH
What can the money pay for?
· Travel to conduct research or participate in a creative activity (perform, artist residency) 
· Equipment/materials including computers, cameras, photographs for books, books, software,  etc.

· Salary for PI or assistants(OPS) for PI

· Funds to record PI performances

· Funds to support composing or writing, creating (musical scores, books, plays, paintings, sculpture, etc)

· Funds to record the work of PI art work
Which proposals are not appropriate to fund?

· Projects that are primarily for course development.  That is not scholarly or creative research.  That might be a byproduct of research. 

· Projects that seek travel funds for students or student groups

· Projects that seek travel to judge exhibitions, competitions, contests

· Projects that seek funds to record students or student group performances

· Projects that seek funds to buy School or classroom equipment 

· Projects that seek funds to sponsor a conference, master class, visiting artist, symposia, etc.

How should committee evaluate proposals?

· Look at the past success/history of PI to determine track record.  Faculty member’s CV would indicate past research activities and accomplishments.  Coordinator of this program should be able to report on success of completed past projects.  The committee must ascertain if the PI has produced any successful scholarship or creative accomplishment in the past.
· Will the project benefit UF? and Graduate Program at UF?

· Will the completion of the project raise the profile of UF?

Something to keep in mind:

The college was awarded the funds to support faculty research and creative activity.  The college is investing in ideas!
